2. Whenever any Ourator of Intestate Estates shall apply to 
the Supreme Oourt or any Judge thereof for a rule or order to 
administer any estate, and the Oourt or Judge shall be satisfied that 
the assets thereof to be administered are under the value of fifty 
pounds, the Curator shall pay no fee in respect of the application or 
order, or' in. respect of any proceeding preliminary or subsequent 
thereto; and where any Ourator shall on filing any affidavit or other 
document, or on giving notice of motion or taking any other 
proceeding preliminary to any such application, state verbally or in 
writing that the assets to be administered are under the value of fifty 
pounds, no fee shall be demanded by any officer of the Supreme Court 
unless the Oourt or a Judge shall upon the application direct fees to 
be demanded.
