Section one hundred and fourfeen: By the omission of the
word ““ meefing,” at the end of the clause, and the addi-
tion of the words, “or the object or purport of such
business.”

Section one hundred and twenty-four : By the omission of the
words ‘“by passing of a resolution,” in the second line,
and the insertion of the words ““asfollows” in lieu thereof.

Section one hundred and twenty-four, subsection one : By the
omission of the word “ adopted,” and the insertion of the
word ¢ passed ”’ in lieu thereof.

Section three hundred and four: By the omission of subsec-
tion two.

Section three hundred and eleven, subsection eleven : By the
ingertion of the following words after the word ¢ em-
ployed,” in the second line: “‘or other means of traction.”
