BE it enacted by the Superintendent of t e Province of Nelson, with 
the advice and consent of the Prov cial Council thereof, as 

follows :-

1. "The Nelson Gold Fields Licensing ct, 1867," is hereby 
repealed, except as much thereof as repeals any ormer Act, or Ordi­
nance, and except as to proceedings now pendino under the said Act, 
and all licenses issued there-under and unexpl ed at the passmg 
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24. Any person after receiptor such notice who shall within such J?enalt:r for 

period knowingly supply such 'person with any spirituous liquors, ::~~Ylllg 
wine, ale, beer, or porter, shall, onconvictiolJ. thereof, forfeit and pay 
any sum not exceeding five pounds. 

25. AU license and transfer fees received under this A.ct shall be License Fee$
