After section 84, insert:

“84A Corporate society to account for proceeds and payments
“(1) Any corporate society that conducts class 4 gambling must
provide to the Department, in the manner requested by the
Department—
“(a) the name of each organisation to which the society has
distributed proceeds in the financial year; and
“(b) the date or dates on which the society has distributed
proceeds to each organisation; and
“(c) the total remuneration paid to individual trustees or
directors of societies, including any salary and wages,
benefits or fees, and the name of each trustee or dir-
ector.
“(2) The society must provide this information within 30 days fol-
lowing the conclusion of each financial year.
“(3) The Department must publish the information provided under
section subsection (1) within 10 working days of receipt.”
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Explanatory note
This Supplementary Order Paper amends the Gambling (Gambling Harm Re-
duction) Amendment Bill, which as currently drafted does not require corporate
societies to account for the distribution of proceeds from gambling or the remu-
neration paid to individual trustees or directors of societies.
This Supplementary Order Paper amends the Bill to require corporate societies
to provide this information to the Department and requires the Department to
publish this information within 10 working days of receipt.
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
