. Now, therefore, I, Arthur William de :Brito Ra vile, Earl of 
Liverpool, the Governor of the Dominion of New Zealand 
in. pursuance and exercise of the powers vested in me by th~ 
sa_1d '!'own Boards Act, 1908, do hereby en l,irge the said Town 
D1~tr1ct of Havelock North by :,dding thereto the area de­
scribed in the First Schedule hereto, and do declare that on 
and after the thirty-first day of March. ono thousand nine 
hundred and thirteen, the boundaries of the said town district 
shall be those descriood in t,he Rec:oncl Schednle hereto. 

FIRST SCHEDULE. 

ALL that area in the Hawko's :Bay Land District bounded 
to~ards the south-west and north-cast by the present bound­
aries of the Havelock North Town District from the northern 
side of Cemetery Road to the eastern most eorner of Allotment 
No. 31 on Plan No. 2051, deposited in the office of the District 
Land Registrar at Napier; thence across Tc Mata Road to 
the n~rth-eastern corner of Allotment N"· 2 on Plan No. 1900, 
depoS1ted as aforesaid ; thence towards the east and south­
east by the eastern and south-eastern boundaries of the said 
Allotment No. 2 to the southern aide of Cemetery Road ; 
a.nd thence by the abntment of that ro1td to the place of 
oom1nencement. 

SECOND SCHEDULE.
