Given under the hand of His Excellenuy the Hight Honour­
able Arthur William de Brito Savile, Eu,rl of Liverpool, 
Member of His Majesty's Most Honourable Privy Council, . 
Knight, Grand Cross of the Most Distinguished Order of 
Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Grand Cross of 
the Most Excellent Order of the British Empire, Member 
of the Royal Victorian Order, Knight of Justice of the 
Order of Saint John of J ernsalem, Governor-General and 
Commander-in-Chief in and over His Majesty's Dominion 
of New Zealand and its Dependencies ; and issued under 
the Seal of the saiq.
