·are shown under the heading " District." 

In. accordance with clause 19 of the regulations each 
teacher is being supplied with the separate marks on which 
his grading has been determined, such information to be 
treated as confidential. 

Attention is drawn to the regulations; under which any 
teacher who considers that he has good ground of objection 
to the position ,assigned to him on the graded list may lodge 
an appeal by letter to reach the Director of Education 
not later than forty clear days after the publication of the 
list in the New Zealand Gaze:tte--1,.e., appeals must reach 
the Department not later than the 10th May, 1938. An 
appeal must be made on the prescribed form;_ which· may 
be obtained, on application to the Director 9f Education, 
Wellington; and must contain a complete and definite- state­
ment of the grounds on which the appeal is based. 

The Teachers' Register published in Part I serves as a 
index to the graded list. .
